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What's a wiki?  

A wiki is a web site that can be easily edited by multiple users simultaneously, from any 

computer with an Internet connection, with no additional software. The word "wiki" 

comes from Hawaiian language, meaning "quick" or "fast."  

 

The Wonde r of Wikis  

1. Software: There are free wiki services available. Wikis are browser-based, which 

means the only required software is a browser.  

2. Collaboration: A Wiki can have multiple authors. 

3. Security: Options are provided for who can view and edit the wiki. 

4. History : A chronological list of changes is available to document who has done 

what, and allow authors to revert back to previous versions if desired.  

5. Easy and Versatile: Provided navigation makes is simple to set up multiple pages 

as you need them. Adding images, embedding videos and slideshows, and 

including hyperlinks is easy. 

6. RSS: you can subscribe to the pages of a wiki to be notified of any changes 

through your reader, or by email, as opposed to checking the site manually.

Wikis can be used with the following instructional strategies: 

V Setting Objectives: use a wiki to publish the unit objectives to shared with students 

and parents 

V Providing Feedback: use a wiki to make the scoring guide available online for 

students and parents 

V Providing Recognition: Post exceptional student works on the class blog or unit 

wiki. This could be the studentôs publication, a slideshow, a video, an audio 

recording of the studentôs performance. It is very easy to embed widgets in a wiki. 

V Summarizing and Notetaking: Students can compose notes and summaries on a 

wiki, which can be shared with others, assessed at from any Internet connected 

computer 

V Cooperative Learning: Wikis support cooperative learning as it provides the ability 

to have multiple authors working on the same publication, with discussion tools and 
a revision history to see exactly who did what when.
