·  You just upload your photos, add text comments or your voice, and drop in some fun 
clipart. Then share your show by sending out your link or embedding it into your blog.  

·  Registration is not required but recommended. 
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By registering you have access to a more robust set of 
tools. You can manage multiple albums and view 
albums people have sent to you.  
 

1. From the Home page, click the Sign Up Now 
button in the orange box. 

2. Complete the fields and click the Create 
account button.

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You can create an unlimited number of Albums and store photos within each Album. Your 
photos are stored in low resolution for 365 days. At the end of the year you can renew your 
album for another free year at no cost.

1. Click the New Album tab at the top of BubbleShare.  
2. From this page you can enter the name of your album and click the Browse for Photos 

button.  
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3. You can plugin your digital camera at this point and it will show up as another 'drive' 
(ie. Drive F:\).

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·  If desired, click in the text box in the bottom border of the image to enter a new text 

caption. 
·  Above the picture you have rotate, delete and zoom button. 
·  Use the arrow buttons at either end of the toolbar to scroll through the clipart. 
·  Next/Previous arrow buttons are available on either side of the photo for navigation 

through your show. 
·  Tags box: enter words that describe or categorize your photo. Use the All Photos check 

box to apply these tags to all the photos in this album. Click the Add little Add button 
to save your tags. 
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1. Navigate to the photo. Click on one of the clipart objects from the Gizmo bar. It will 
appear in your photo.  

2. Position the clipart by dragging. 
3. Resize clipart using the image handles.  
4. Flip, Delete, Rotate and Scale the clipart with the icons on the clipart properties panel.
