Marzano's Instructional Strategies  

The following instructional strategies work well with Flickr.  

 
Setting Objectives 

¶ Flickr Slideshows and videos can be used to spark curiosity and activate prior 

knowledge. 

 

Providing Recognition 

¶ Photos of outstanding student work can be shared online using Flickr. 

 

Cues, Questions, and Advance organizers 

¶ Cues: Images from Flickr can provide explicit reminders or hints about what 

student are about to experience. 

¶ Questions: Image from Flickr can trigger studentsô memories and help them 

access prior knowledge. 

 

Nonlinguistic Representation 

¶ Students can use images from Flickr to create multimedia presentations. 
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Create Your Account  
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Limits for Free Accounts  

¶ Upload 100MB worth of photos each calendar month. This is a bandwidth 

limit, and not an amount of space that you have on Flickr servers. 

¶ Upload 2 videos each calendar month. 

¶ Your bandwidth allowance is reset to zero at midnight in Pacific Time Zone 

(Flickr headquarters time) on the first of each calendar month.  

¶ You can't recover any of your monthly allowance by deleting photos.  

¶ Flickr limits the number of photos displayed. If you have more than 200 photos, 

only the most recent 200 are displayed in your photostream. Your photos are 

not removed from Flickr, only from the list of your photos. If you blogged a 

photo and it no longer appears in your photostream, it will still appear on your 

blog, and the photo's Flickr page will still work just fine. 

¶ As you publish photos, they're compressed and resized by Flickr (if necessary). 

Each image has a 75x75 pixel thumbnail and 100-, 240-, 500-, and 1024-pixel 

versions (that's the length of the longest side). 

¶ You canôt access your original file size.
